In Judges 7, we read about Gideon and the Israelite army fighting off 
the Midianites.  The Midianites numbered more than 100,000, and God only 
sent Gideon with 300 men!  To any of us this would seem like 
insurmountable odds.  The funny thing is that God was the one who 
dismissed thousands of Gideon’s men so that He could show it was His power 
that would win the victory not the number of men or their resources.
